1. The Financial Results (the 'Statement' or ‘Results'} together with the results jor the comparative reporting periods have been prepared in accordance with recognition and measurement
grinciples laid down in indian Accounting Standard 34 - Interim Financlal Reparting as prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 {'the Act’} read with Companies {indian
Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 as amended from time to time and the other accounting principles generally accepted in india and in compliance with Regulation 52 of Securities and Exchange
Board of India (‘SEBI'} (Listing Obtigations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended (the Listing Regulations’).

2. The Company has applied its significant accounting policles in the preparation of this Statement consistent with: those followed in the annual financial statements for the year
ended March 31, 2022.

6. On November 12, 2021, Reserve Bank of India issued circular clarifying certain aspects of lncome Recognition, Asset Classification and Provisioning (IRACP) norms. Vide Circular No.
DOR.STR.REC.85/21.04.048/2021-22 dated February 15, 2022, the Reserve Bank of India had granted time tili September 30, 2022 to implement the revised IRACP rorms. However, the Company
has complied with those norms since the quarter ended December 31, 2021, The Company continues to hold loan loss provisions as per exdsting Expected Credit Loss (ECL} policy and maintains
adequate ECL provision as per Ind AS 109, which are higher than the minimum provision stiputated in the IRACP norms.

7. COVID-19, a global pandemic, affected the worid economy over last two years. The revival of economic activity improved in financial year 2022 supported by relaxation of restrictions due to
administration of the COVID vaccines o a large poputation in the country. The extent to which COVID-19 pandemic will impact the companies’ results going forward will depend or ongoing as
well as future developments including the nature and severity of COVID-19.
